Among them, he did not socialize with others 
and was significantly underweight. 

Tyler has progressed in many ways. He is more 
involved in the community, such as doing his 
own shopping, joining the Kiwanis Aktion Club, 
attending outings at Crossroads of Western Iowa 
where he attends day services and making many 
trips to the post office to mail letters to his family 
At home, instead of being in his room, he will 
spend time with his peers. 

Tyler goes to work without his staff and has 
gained some healthy weight. He has become 
very independent – doing his own laundry, 
cleaning up after himself and setting and clearing 
the table. Tyler loves to go on car rides and listen 
to the radio. He has a great personality and a 
wonderful smile. 

That’s what we do at Mosaic. We provide people, 
people like Tyler, a life of possibilities.

Mosaic in Western Iowa began providing a life of 
possibilities for people with intellectual disabilities 
in 1992. Today we provide nearly 30 people 
individualized supports and services in Logan and 
Denison Iowa. 

We partner with local organizations, businesses 
and churches to provide community connections 
for the people we support and to generate gifts and 
volunteers for Mosaic. Working together we have 
created an annual Disability for a Day event with 
the local schools and have partnered with No Frills 
Supermarkets to ask their patrons to round up their 
bill for Mosaic in January of every year. Through 
these events and others like it, we are providing a 
life of possibilities for individuals with intellectual 
disabilities in Logan and Denison Iowa.

Services in Western Iowa

Residential Services
Supported Group Living — Mosaic in Western Iowa 
supports individuals in six-person residences. The 
supports provided assist people in becoming more 
independent in home management, vocational skills, 
community mobility and transportation, and recreation 
and leisure activities. At Mosaic we believe each person 
to be capable of growth, development and learning when 
exposed to appropriate opportunities. 

Supported Living Services — People with disabilities
also receive supported living services. Some individuals 
receive full-time supports and others receive intermittent 
services. Many are supported in their own apartments 
while others may continue to live with their families.

Creating Opportunities
Recreational Opportunities — Mosaic believes that 
people should be provided opportunities to attain 
wholeness of life, including the satisfaction of recreation. 
Community resources for recreation help meet the social 
and leisure needs of people. Trips to museums, festivals, 
plays or sporting events are vital to supporting growth in 
people’s lives. 

Spiritual Opportunities — A special aspect of Mosaic’s 
supports is its emphasis on spiritual nurturing and 
growth. Opportunities for worship and attending 
religious services are available to everyone. With the 
assistance of staff and volunteers, people are encouraged 
to participate in the religious services of their choice. 
Mosaic strives to work with all religions to promote 
inclusion within various faith communities.

Guitars & Good Times — Mosaic in Western Iowa’s 
signature fund raising event Guitars & Good Times 
continues to grow every year, bringing something special 
to the community.

Mosaic Outcomes is a unique program in Council Bluffs, 
Iowa which provides 24-hour individualized rehabilitative 
supports at a residential care facility or in their own 
homes when less than 24-hour support is needed. These 
services support independent living for individuals with 
mental illness.
