Mosaic in Central Nebraska began providing a life

of possibilities for people with intellectual disabili-

ties in 2003 when Bethphage and Martin Luther
Homes consolidated to form Mosaic. Today, we

provide over 175 people with individualized sup-

ports and services.

We partner with local organizations, businesses,
and churches to provide community connections
for the people we support and to generate gifts
and volunteers for Mosaic. Working together, we

have created Night of Inclusion, an annual fund-

raising dinner and dance.

Mosaic in Central Nebraska employs more than

250 people with engaging jobs and excellent ben-

efits. Annually, hundreds of volunteers assist with

our mission. Whether you're looking for employ-

ment or volunteer opportunities, or you're looking

for services for an individual with an intellectual
disability, we hope you'll consider becoming a part
of Mosaic in Central Nebraska.

Services in Central Nebraska

Mosaic offers a wide array of services in Central Nebraska to best accommodate the individual needs of each person.

Assisted Day Service provides structured supervi-
sion and training in a day, work-like setting often
referred to as the vocational center, but may be
provided in any setting where staff are on-site and
available when the individual served is present.

Assisted Residential Service offers home-like struc-
tured supervision, evaluation, training, independent
living and social/recreational skills. Homes are
located in residential neighborhoods where the
people we serve are active members of their neigh-
borhoods and communities.

Supported Day Service provides structured super-
vision and training, typically in community settings.
Individuals in this program receive intermittent
supervision and training and will not be required to
have staff present on-site at all times.

Supported Residential Service offers intermittent
services to maintain or increase independent living
skills. For individuals who live in their own apart-
ments, Mosaic staff provide individualized supports
including assistance with banking, grocery shopping,
medical appointments, and accessing their commu-
nities. Typically, individuals are eligible if they do not
required staffing 24 hours/day, 7 days/week.

Host Homes provide families the opportunity to pro-
vide services in their homes to individuals we serve.

Respite provides support for family caretakers to
enable time away.

ICF-MR (Intermediate Care Facility) provides 24-hour
residential supports and supervision to people we
serve. Meals, transportation, and medical service
coordination are included in this service.

MSU (Medical Support Unit) provides 24-hour com-
munity-based medical support.

Job Coaching provides training for individuals to
perform job tasks to the employer’s specifications
and to learn the interpersonal skills necessary to be
accepted as workers at the job site.

School Services are provided by Mosaic as one-
on-one concentrated assistance for students in
elementary and secondary schools.

Summer Program provides an alternate outlet dur-
ing the summer for school aged individuals offering
an entertaining and educational experience.
